The Challenge Lepertel award commemorates former ACP President Robert Lepertel, who reinvigorated Paris-Brest-Paris
and who was instrumental in the founding and early development of Les Randonneurs Mondiaux and served as its first
president.

Riders achieve the award by completing four different events as follows:
e A 1200 kilometer or longer event in each of 4 consecutive calendar years.
e Eligible events are Paris-Brest-Paris or any event sanctioned by Les Randonneurs Mondiaux.
e Not all four events may start in the same country.
e The first event can be in calendar year 2019 or later.

Applications are due in January of the year following the fourth ride year. Applications are to be submitted to rider’s home
country organization or LRM Representative. Medals will be sent in a batch to each country in the first quarter of the year.
